The pafiies to this Agreement aSree to make good faith efforts to do the following:

T9@: Thc term of the concession agreemmt will be for 20 years with a review every five years which will
bo conducted by the New York city Parks Departrnent. The findings of each review will be provided to the
Task Force detailed below. In the event any such rcview indicates that therc is a significant incrcase in
demand for fields by public or non-padicipating private schools or community organizations, the parties
acknowledge that it is the city's intention to evaluate the distribution of permits, including school playirg
Slot permils issued pursuant to the conccssion agreemenl.

Field usaee: The percentage set-aslde of 66 eurd 2/3d yo for independent school usage and 33 and 1/3'd %
for public usage during certain after-school housl should apply to the tlpes offields that ate in demand
during each season (9a, baseball and softball fields in the spring) to ensure that independent schools do not
have exclusive access to fields during any particular season.

Access:

. Beginning in the Fall of 2007, the City shall implement a shuttle bus piiot program. For PSAL
games, the Department ofEducation (DOE) will run shuttle buses from l25th Stleet and
Lexington 10 Randall's Island dudng the Fall and Spring seasons. DOE currently does not run
any direct buses for after-school games: students are provided Metrocards.

' The specific ternrs govermng field usage are specified in rhe concession agreement between th€ Ciry, the Randall's
Island Spo s Foundation (RISF), and the Randali's Istand Fields croup, LLC (the -usage lernrs"), and this ag*ement
ncorporates the usaSe ageements and ternrs. Among other thi.rgs, the usage r€rns specify the condirions under which
$e schools rh,r c-o,mpnse the Randall s Island Fields croup would have the opportuniry to use fi€lds duing after,school
nours rbove rne ob- '  cdp: th 's rgreemenl IncoTorates and does nol al ler lhose u5are telm.

r In addition, the City, working with the below:described Task Force, shall prepare and make
good-faith efforts to implement a plan to imprcve all means ofaccess to Ra.ndall's Island and to
increase usage by public schools and community based organizations. The City shall establish a
community advisory commiftee to help prepare this plan for increased access. The Committee
shall be named the Randall's Islard Conmunity Access Task Fotce and shall be composed of
rcpresentatives from the following offices: one (1) representative from the Mayor's Office, one
(1) representative from the NYC Comptroller's Office, one (1) representative from the
Manhattan Borough President's Office, one (l) representative from Manhattan City Council
District 8, one (1) representative from Manlattan Community Board # I l, one (l) representative
from Bronx Community Board #1, two (2) rEresentatives from the Parks Department, three (3)
rcpresentatives from the Department ofEducation, one (1) representative from thc Departrnent of
Youth and Community Development, two (2) representatives fiom the Randall's lslard Sports
Foundation and one representative from each ofthree community organizations, for a total of
thrce (3) community representatives (to be identified at a later date). The Committee shall b€
chaired by the Mayor's Office and the Council member fiom City Council District 8 shall selve
as vicc chair. The Task Fo.ce shall meet no less than four times each year.
